However, this is about to change, to
control the anti-social behaviour

- Youths that are congregating at night, stealing wheelie bins from neighbouring
homes and setting them alight to give them warmth whilst they are hanging
around the cemetery.

- youths are responsible for stealing cars, quad bikes & motor bikes and driving
them recklessly over graves and around the grounds. The consequences are very
upset/distressing grave owners who are now considering exhumation of loved
ones.

On birthdays and anniversaries family members congregate in large
numbers to party at the graveside involving loud music and alcohol
and spend a few hours at the graveside causing upset and intimidation
to other cemetery visitors.

Police advise that they stay away when people know that the grave is
being visited.

Monumental mason advised family of cemetery regulations — family
responded by threatening mason with a gun if he didnt comply.

No-one wants to remove items from grave.
